HOW TO APPLY

In Round 1, selected candidates will be asked to submit a Video Application in response to a question 

provided by Manish Verma, Associate Dean, Graduate Studies and Research, DeGroote School of 

Business and Goran Calic, Director of the MBA Program. A smaller subset of candidates will be 

selected to move to Round 2.

In Round 2, these finalists will move forward to the virtual interview where a small panel of DeGroote 

MBA Alumni will interview and rank all finalists.

If any student receiving an admission scholarship declines their offer, the award will be reallocated 

based on the final round rankings.
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
